Rationale 
It is essential to have a remote learning option as a proactive approach to slow the 
spread of COVID-19.  Our goal is to provide quality instruction to our students in a 
continuous, welcoming learning environment with as few interruptions as possible. We 
believe that having the option of remote learning reinforces the fact that teaching 
and learning can occur outside of the physical classrooms. In addition, given the 
potential of school closure due to acts of nature, remote learning gives us the option 
to continue learning and eliminate the need to make up days. 

Please note that when we begin to transition from virtual learning to models that 
incorporate face-to-face instruction, the school division will follow all CDC guidelines 
for safety.  We will remain in constant contact with families so they are aware of 
expectations and specified protocols of the school division. 

Safety 
The school system will follow CDC and public health department guidance to ensure 
the safety of students, staff, and visitors who enter our school.  To limit the number of 
people and traffic in the building, parents and visitors should make an appointment 
prior to coming to the school.  Masks will be required to enter the building. Visitors are 
required to report directly to the security desk, provide proper identification and and 
state with whom they are meeting. 
 
*Note: When students are reintroduced to the school building for hybrid learning, we 
strongly encourage PPE.

Expectations 
Expectations have been developed to assist with remote learning. Please adhere to 
the following expectations. If you have any questions or concerns, please contact your 
child’s teacher or an administrator. 
 

Students: 
Students are expected to be online and ready to learn for the instructional day 
from 9:00 AM to 2:45 PM.  Students should be dressed in appropriate attire with 
necessary materials. If your child is unable to attend live instruction or 
participate in classroom activities, please contact your child’s teacher to make 
arrangements. 
 
Please refer to the following considerations. 
 

● Students should display the same behavioral expectations in the live 
virtual classroom, as they would in the face-to-face classroom. 

● PBIS rules do apply; therefore, follow the PAWS for success. 
● Students should have all learning supplies and be ready to work at the 

start of the instructional session. 
● Students are expected to watch missed instructional videos and complete 

all assignments.  
● Students should attend all small group break-out sessions as they are 

intended to provide additional (more individualized) support for learning. 
 
Parents: 
It is essential for parents to prepare their children and themselves for the 
instructional day. update contact information as it changes so that teachers 
and administrators can keep parents informed. 

Please refer to the following considerations as you prepare students for the 
virtual learning environment. 

● Have a dedicated, distraction-free space in your home for your child to 
access instruction each day. 

● Create a schedule that works for your child. Attendance during virtual 
learning sessions will be taken, and students will be held accountable for 
class time missed. 



● Students should eat before the start of the online school day. 
● Students should be dressed appropriately during live sessions even 

though they are learning from home. 
● Remind your child that they will be held accountable to display the same 

behavioral expectations in the live virtual classroom, as they would in the 
face-to-face classroom. 

● Review classwork/homework assignments with your child daily as 
assignments will be graded in accordance with the division’s grading 
policy. 

● Make note of your child’s teachers’ office hours during the day. If you child 
is struggling, these are times that teachers are available for conversations 
via email or phone. 

● Maintain open dialogue with your child’s teachers and administrators. Give 
feedback on what is working and what needs more support. 

Grading 
The school district has adopted the following grading requirements for virtual 
learning. Park View Elementary will adhere to these guidelines. It is important that 
students and families take some time to review the requirements, as it affects both 
9-weeks grades and end-of-year grading averages. 
 

● Tests/Projects/Tasks/Performance Assessments - 30% 
● Quizzes - 20% 
● Classwork - 40% 
● Homework - completion only - 10% 
● Minimum number of graded assignments per nine weeks 

○ English - 5 assignments for each category 
○ Science - 3 - 5 assignments for each category 
○ Social Studies - 3 - 5 assignments for each category 
○ Mathematics - 5 assignments for each category
